Max’s journey hasn't been easy.
When he was at school, he was
struggling with undiagnosed
ADHD, autism and dyslexia, and
not getting the support he
needed. He was branded as the
'naughty kid' and ended up being
excluded from school in Year 9.

His mum enrolled him in an
alternative provision, where he
gained his level 1 qualification in
joinery and brickwork, and also
secured his functional skills
qualifications in maths and
English.
